Cookies:  A cookie is a small file of letters and numbers that is downloaded on to your computer when you visit a website. Cookies are used by many websites and can do a number of things, e.g. remembering your preferences, and counting the number of people looking at a website.  There is a possibility that this website may serve third-party cookies (e.g. Google Analytics), serving behavioral ads (e.g. Google’s AdSense).  This website uses Yola Analytics and Site Wit monthly reporting to record the number of visitors (either direct, search (organic), referral, social media, AdManager), the number of page views, and the number of visits, and compares them to previous months.  This information is non-personal data and is in the form of numbers, percentages and graphs.  This information is only for the use of the owner, and no others.

How can I control my cookies?

You can use your web browser to:  delete all cookies;  block all cookies;  allow all cookies;  block third-party cookies; clear all cookies when you close the browser; open a 'private browsing' / 'incognito' session, which allows you to browse the internet without storing local data; and install add-ons and plug-ins to extend browser functionality.
